Board of Assessors Meeting Minutes

Friday, April 3, 2019, 9:00AM
Present (in Assessing Office): Chris Polito, Chairman, Richard Henderson, Director of Assessments, Kevin Doyle, Assistant Director of Assessments
On Teleconference: Cheryl Sullivan, Vice Chairman, Richard Schoenfeld, Clerk
Meeting called to order at 9:02AM by the Chairman, Mr. Polito.
Mr. Adnan Derti of 100 Alden Street announced that he was on the teleconference and made mention that he was an Applicant of an Abatement filed on his real estate property for FY2020 and was inquiring when a decision would be made on his application.  Mr. Henderson stated that the Board will be voting today on many of the Abatement Applications that were filed for FY2020, however, that his Abatement Application among a handful of others will not be voted on during today’s meeting as Mr. Derti’s home had not yet been inspected and that due to the Corona virus, all inspections have been suspended.  Mr. Henderson stated that they still had some time to inspect and act on Mr. Derti’s application as he had filed on February 3rd, 2020, the last day to file abatements, which would give the Board of Assessors until May 3rd to make a decision.  Mr. Derti stated that he filed due to the monstrosity of a structure placed on his neighbors property right on the border of his property and that an inspection is not needed and that the Assessing Office could simply drive by the exterior of the property.  Mr. Henderson stated that even drive-by inspections have been suspended at this point in time.  Mr. Derti stated that Mr. Henderson should recuse himself from the decision-making process on his abatement as he feels as though he may have a biased opinion on this matter.  Mr. Henderson stated that someone from the Assessing Office, other than himself will drive by and inspect the property prior to the May 3rd deadline.
At this time, no other members of the public were on the teleconference, therefore no further public comments.
Mr. Schoenfeld made a motion to allow Mr. Polito to sign and approve Meeting Minutes from December 3rd, 2019 meeting on behalf of the Board of Assessors, which had been previously sent to the Board.  This motion was second by Ms. Sullivan.  A roll call was taken and all members were in favor and the decision was unanimous to grant approval for Mr. Polito to sign on behalf of the Board of Assessors.  Mr. Polito reviewed and approved the Meeting Minutes from December 3, 2020.
  
Mr. Schoenfeld made a motion to allow Mr. Polito to review and sign excise tax abatements on behalf of the Board of Assessors.  This motion was second by Ms. Sullivan.  A roll call was taken and all members were in favor and the decision was unanimous to grant approval for Mr. Polito to sign on behalf of the Board of Assessors.  Mr. Polito reviewed, approved and signed the excise tax abatements.  
Mr. Schoenfeld made a motion to allow Mr. Polito to review and sign Real Estate Tax Exemptions and Deferrals on behalf of the Board of Assessors.  This motion was second by Ms. Sullivan.  A roll call was taken and all members were in favor and the decision was unanimous to grant approval for Mr. Polito to sign on behalf of the Board of Assessors.  Mr. Polito reviewed, approved and signed the Real Estate Tax Exemptions and Deferrals.  
At 9:10am Mr. Schoenfeld made a motion to suspend the meeting to enter into Executive Session under Mass General Laws, in particular, to act on requests for tax abatements (see attached list).  The motion was second by Ms. Sullivan.  The regular meeting will reconvene at the end of the Executive Session and an Announcement of Action Taken will be recorded (see attached).
At 9:45am, the Board returned to the Assessor’s Office and reconvened back to the regular meeting.  The Announcement of Action Taken is attached.
