Conservation Commission - Meeting Minutes 
Thursday, June 16, 2016, Dedham Town Hall- Lower Conference Room
Members Present:  Fred Civian (Chairman), Laura Bugay, Joseph Hickey, Andrew Tittler, and Michael Williams. 
Members Absent: Joseph Smith and Kristine Langdon.
Mr. Civian called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.

637 East Street - Notice of Intent for a subdivision roadway (DEP 141-0486)

Mr. Civian made a motion to continue 637 East Street until July 7th at the request of the applicant, seconded by Mr. Hickey, UA.

83 Washington Street – Notice of Intent for a parking lot in Riverfront (DEP 141-0499).

Mr. Civian made a motion to continue 83 Washington Street until July 7th at the request of the applicant, seconded by Mr. Hickey, UA.

144 River Street – Stormwater Permit for new SFD (SWP 2016-12)

Mr. Civian made a motion to continue 144 River Street until July 7th at the request of the applicant, seconded by Mr. Hickey, UA.

750 Providence Highway – Request for Amendment to an Order of Conditions (DEP 141-0750)

Mr. Civian opened the public hearing for 750 Providence Highway.

Mr. Civian made a motion to continue 750 Providence Highway until July 7th, seconded by Mr. Hickey, UA.

Mr. Civian made a motion to issue a Negative Determination of Applicability as recommended by Agent Brown, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA. 

140 Providence Hwy- Stormwater Permit application for the construction of a fast-food restaurant (SWP 2016-10)

Tony Donato was present from Bohler Engineering.

7:09 PM: Michael Williams arrived to the meeting. 

Mr. Donato reviewed revisions that have been made to the plan with the Commission. 

Lisa Eggleston commented that they are providing treatment to the maximum extent practicable.

Mr. Civian asked why they are not achieving 80% TSS removal.

Ms. Eggleston commented that there are probably some technologies that could help them meet the 80% TSS like a sand filter.

Ms. Eggleston commented that it is a very flat site and they have demonstrated a net improvement and have made all reasonable efforts to adhere to the stormwater requirements. 

Agent Brown confirmed that she does not see any issues, they just need the final stamped plans.

Mr. Donato commented that they are adding the landscaping buffer to the final set of plans. 

Mr. Civian made a motion to continue 140 Providence Highway to July 7th, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA.

Eversource – Notice of Intent for geotechnical borings Eversource ROW/Easement in Cutler Park Reservation (NOI-0501)

Jeremy Fennell of Epsilon Associates explained that the conditions of approval call for full time monitoring. He would like to request that the condition of approval only call for a part time monitor who will be there when they are working in the wetland areas.

Ms. Bugay asked about the timing for the borings. Mr. Fennell responded that they would be doing one boring each day.

Agent Brown commented that they will be working in sensitive areas even when they are not in resource areas.

Mr. Civian made a motion to close the public hearing for Eversource Geotechnical Borings, seconded by Mr. Tittler, UA.

Mr. Civian made a motion to issue and Order of Conditions for Eversource Geotechnical Borings. This motion was seconded by Mr. Tittler, UA.

100 Rustcraft Road – Request for a Certificate of Compliance (DEP 141-0470)

Mr. Civian made a motion to issue a Certificate of Compliance as recommended by Agent Brown, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA.

NOV Response – 100 Bridge Street – Dexter Southfield School Boat Ramp

Agent Brown explained that she had questions on the administrative process they should follow since the applicant did not adhere to plans. Should the applicant be required to file an amendment or not.

Ms. Bugay thought they shouldn’t require the applicant to go through an additional process unless necessary; just have them fix it.  

Mr. Tittler expressed concern about timing since they are trying to get a certificate of compliance. 

Mr. Hickey thinks that an amendment should be required.

Mr. Williams agreed that an amendment should be filed for consistency.

Mr. Tittler commented that the Commission has had minor amendments before, he wondered if Agent Brown could treat this as a minor change. 

Mr. Civian made a motion to require the applicant file an amendment, seconded by Mr. Hickey, UA.
 
7 Burgess Lane- Notice of Intent for construction of a pool and cabana outside of Riverfront, and sewer lines within Riverfront (DEP 141-0502)

Agent Brown recommended that the public hearing be closed and an Order of Conditions be issued.  

Mr. Civian made a motion to close the public hearing, seconded Mr. Tittler, UA.

Mr. Civian made a motion to issue an Order of Conditions for 7 Burgess Lane as recommended by Agent Brown, seconded by Ms. Bugay, UA.  

Informal Discussion-

· Agent Brown informed the Commission that Joseph Oliveira is interested in peer reviewing for future applications as needed.

· Mr. Civian informed the Commission that a house in Riverdale had fire damage and they will need to rebuild. They are asking if they need to meet the Stormwater Permit requirements fully. 

Agent Brown responded that she recommends that a full stormwater permit application be required just as they did with the house on Sanderson Avenue, even though that was just before the change in the stormwater bylaw. 

Mr. Williams agreed with Agent Brown’s assessment of this and suggested they file a full Stormwater Permit for consistency purposes.

Ms. Bugay commented that it would be preferable to give them a break from the requirements, but for consistency, they should follow the same process others are required to follow.

· Elissa suggested a policy be established for meeting absences. She asked that going forward when Commissioners were going to be absent that they would email Lisa and copy Elissa and Fred. 

· Summer Schedule- The Commission needs to decide if they would like to have a second meeting in July. 

Ms. Bugay made a motion to adjourn at 8:00 PM, seconded by Mr. Hickey, UA.
