It is expressly understood and agreed that the Regulations of the Recreation Department are to be strictly compiled with, and that the undersigned assumes full responsibility for any damage to, or loss of, Town Property in consequence of such use of the facilities as described above, and engages to make the same good without expense to the Town. It is also understood that failure to use the permit for time and date granted without informing the Recreation Department at least 24 hours in advance (except in cases of inclement weather) could result in loss of future permits. 
Permits may be revoked for failure to comply with all park regulations including the following:

PARK AND ATHLETIC FIELD USE POLICY

Dedham is experiencing an overwhelming number of requests for field space for many youth and adult sports, with many parks seeing an increase in the number of people, cars and trash. In order to keep our children and parks safe, we ask that everyone visiting a Dedham park or field follow these guidelines/rules:

1. Hitting, throwing or kicking balls into fences is prohibited. 

2. Golfing, motorized vehicles are not allowed on fields. 

3. Play on fields is prohibited during wet or inclement weather. 

4. Climbing on fences, backstops and goals is prohibited. Hitting, throwing, or kicking balls into fences is prohibited. 

5. Competitive organized recreation -  baseball, softball, basketball, soccer, football, lacrosse, hockey, tennis and other active competitive sports -- is allowed only on the Park and Recreation facilities designated specifically for that type of activity and only during regular park operating hours. 

6. The scheduling of organized sport groups and the issuance of permits to those groups shall be in accord with guidelines provided by the Dedham Park and Recreation Department.  Permit holders shall have first rights for the use of the fields to which they have been assigned. A field not being utilized by a permit holder may be used by others, including the "walk-on" public  per the Dedham field use policy. 

7. Field closings for maintenance, safety or other reasons deemed appropriate for the management and protection of property shall be at the discretion of the Park and recreation Director or Assistant . 

8. For patron safety, only players, coaches, umpires and referees are allowed on athletic fields. All spectators, pets and others are to remain at least 15 feet from the boundary of the field, or outside a perimeter fence.

9. Pick up trash and dispose of properly. Trash attracts bees and wild animals.
10.  No open fires.
11. Trash is picked up on Monday and Friday. If barrels are full, please remove your trash from the site.
12.  Prior to use of the field(s), coaches are required to walk the field to identify any unsafe condition(s).
13.  Report any unsafe field conditions immediately to a league supervisor or the Recreation Department. It is expected that coaches use sound judgment. If in doubt, DO NOT play or practice.
14.  Park in designated areas. If parking on the street is necessary, park in a manner that will allow emergency vehicles to access the fields and neighboring homes. Parking in crosswalks and in front of fire hydrants is illegal and unsafe. Please be considerate of the neighbors, leaving enough room for access to walkways and driveways. No Parking in in striped areas adjacent to Handicap spots. No Parking on street on Rustcraft road. No Parking on fields.
DOG ORDINANCE

In order to keep our parks clean and enjoyable for everyone, NO dogs, except service dogs, will be allowed. The Dedham Dog Park is located at the Dolan Center at 269 Common St.
